Mount the manometer on a wall or a vertical partition wall with two maximum & 5 screws. Set horizontality by
using the integrated level and the milled adjusting screw. Unscrew the connector on the reservoir and slowly
pour the manometric liquid to zero point on the graduation. Remount the connector without overtightening.

Connect the manometer with the & 5x8 mm crystal tube to the pressure or depression source to be checked.

NOTE :

- For a pressure measurement : connect the crystal tube to the left-hand connector (+).

- For a depression measurement : connect the crystal tube to the right-hand connector (-).

- For a differential pressure measurement : connect the highest pressure to the left-hand connector (+) and
the lowest pressure to the right-hand connector (-).

MAINTENANCE : TX manometers require no special maintenance other than simply changing the reading
liquid once a year.
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
